In exercise of the powers conferred by the Secondary School

Code Rule No. 4.1, I, the Deputy Director of Education,

Brihanmumbai Vanita Vishram Trust, hereby grant first approval to

the parallel classes of classes 5th to 8th in the school Vanita Vishram

High School Mumbai-4 through English medium permanently without

subsidy for the year 90-91 to 94-95 on all the following general

conditions.

3) Recruitment should be by the Grants Code and the
Maharashtra Private Schools (Conditions of Service) Rules,
1981, as amended occasionally.

4) The pay scale and allowances to be determined by the
management should not be lower than the pay scale and
allowances determined by the Government from time to time
for non-government grant-in-aid secondary schools.

5) A contributory provident fund scheme should be introduced
for the employees.

6) No additional classes should be opened without the prior

permission of the department.

The level of education, educational facilities, and health
facilities should be as per the standards.

While preparing the results of the annual examination, the
rules given by the department should be followed. (While
recruiting from one class to a higher class, the rules
prescribed by the department should be followed.)

The rates of academic fees should be approved by the Director
of Education, Maharashtra State, Pune-1 as per Rule 49.3 of
the Secondary School Code. It will also be mandatory to charge
the rates of sessional fees as per Rule 50.2 of the Secondary
School Code.

School records should be made available for inspection by
appropriate authorities immediately upon request.
Appointments of backward class and non-teaching staff
should be made as per the rules and a register (roster) of
backward classes should be maintained as per the
instructions given from time to time as per the government
orders. Also, only trained teachers should be appointed to the
posts of approved teachers. Now, cooperation should be given
to the department regarding admission.

As per the Maharashtra Private School Employees Service
Conditions Act 1981, the service books of the school staff,
confidential reports, education, and seniority list of teaching
and non-teaching staff should be maintained. A school
committee should be established and the school committee

should hold at least 6 meetings a year and prepare minutes.
